One would think that, having been the 2006 Outstanding California Amateur Sumotori, Dan would find it hard to stay 
motivated.  Au contraire, mes amis!   He started 2007 with Heavyweight and Openweight gold at Goltz Sumo X, then won 
the same medals at SHUNBUN 2007.  Dan was the only American male to win a medal at the 2007 US Sumo Open, taking the 
silver medal in a very strong field. He successfully defended his status as the state’s Heavyweight and Openweight 
champion at the 2007 California Open, while taking time to grab the silver Heavyweight medal at Tom Zabel’s Lone Star 
Tournament.  He returned to SoCal, dove headlong into the 2007 US Nationals – and came out with the Openweight gold 
medal after a hard battle with Trent Sabo.  The heavy/open gold medal pattern was repeated at SHUUBUN 2007, and then he 
was off to Chiang Mai, Thailand for the Worlds.  He won his first world-level match, lost his second one, made the 
repechage, won his first match there, lost his next one and finished seventh.  NOT BAD! 
 
The 2007 Kalbfleisch Kount comes to 11:  9 gold and 2 silver.  That medal count, combined with his performance in the 
Worlds, earns Dan a repeat stint as SUMO SHIMPO’s Outstanding California Sumotori.  OMEDETO GOZAIMASU and 
thank you, Dan!
